Mall Fun offers Sanctuary from Township hardships

Teenagers view malls as the '90's equivalent of village squares: places to meet, to romance, to have fun and especially - for those with money - to shop, shop, shop.


Their reasons for flocking to the cool, enclosed, air-conditioned comfort zones are varied: some are fleeing the harsh, dusty and often dangerous township streets for the day. Other more privileged teens are escaping the stifling boredom and trimmed lawns of suburbia.

"Novelty dies at home," says Pretasha Munjamu, 18, from Benoni, who would not dream of spending her holiday cloistered in domesticity.

Munjamu and her two 17-year-old f riends, Shouna Louton and Delia Adams, are like hundreds of teenagers in and around Johannesburg - they love life at the malls. "We come to the mega malls to get fresh air and because we want to see people," explains Louton.

The trio of girls say that their favourite place is the nearby East Rand Mall in Boksburg, where they spend all their money on 'mall fun'- including movies and lunch.

James Joubert, a sales assistant at Megavox, a CD store in Sandton City, laughs and points to a group of four girls who are daily visitors to his shop. "In London, pubs are a meeting point - but here, in Johannesburg, malls are where most teenagers come to meet each other," he says.

Joubert believes that South African teenagers have been influenced by the 'mall-rat' culture in the US. He may have a point. Johannesburg is the country's shopping capital, and fashion here follows the lead of Los Angeles and New York.

Joubert claims that some of Sandton's 'malling maniacs' are so regular in their habits that one can tell the time of day by watching them. "They are here when the shops open and they leave at closing time," he comments.

A group of four girls who visit Joubert's store say that they are at the mall every day during school holidays and every Saturday during term time. They pass their time sitting around, drinking coffee and smoking cigarettes. They also browse around the shops, try on clothes, and sometimes buy small gifts for their friends.

Jayde Edwards, 15, from Sandown, and Cathryne Adendorff, 16, from Sharonlea, arrived at the Sandton Mall at 9.30 am - and at 3 pm they are still shopping. They are the 'whole-day' mallers who hang out till they are exhausted. "They should have go-karts here in Sandton so that instead of walking so much we could just ride around," suggests Edwards.

For Nomsa Mahlopa, 20, of Birch Acres in Kempton Park, malling is about escaping everyday responsibilities. Mahlopa, a university student in Port Elizabeth, says she normally does her malling at Greenacres shopping centre in the coastal city. But she looks forward to visiting the Johannesburg 'supermalls'. "We all like a bit of extravagance, and malls seem to offer that," she says. "Shopping adds a bit of spice to one's life."

Even the guys like a bit of spice. In fact, for male mallers, one of the main attractions of mall culture is the presence of female mallers.

"Here, in the shopping malls, we get a chance to talk to some honeys," says Mafa Mahlasela, 18, of  Kew, near Alexandra.

The malls offer sanctuary from the tough life in the townships and informal settlements. Dallas Makutu, an 18-year-old from the East Bank of Alexandra says: "We are from the townships - and for us it is safer to come to the mall than stay at home where we could meet up with trouble. There are bad influences from the guys who are involved in crime."
